Hello American Prep Families, 
 
Builder Theme for the month of January is “I Am A Builder When I Work Diligently.” 
One of the biggest deterrents to working diligently is wasting time.  When we look back on our day and how time 
passed –often we realize what could’ve been accomplished with that time.  I know this is something that I 
experience.  There are many ways to waste time, but one of the most common is by allowing ourselves to get 
distracted or discouraged about our tasks and assignments.  The ease of turning on the TV, daydreaming, getting 
another drink of water, or texting with a friend often trumps the self-discipline required to do what requires 
thought and work.  
  
So what can we do about it? 
 
When the urge to roam hits, take a deep breath and be still while you refocus yourself by remembering your 
objective.  After several deep breaths, move forward with a small step. For instance, if one of your assignments is 
to do online research, close all other windows that serve as a distraction and focus only on the task at hand. 
  
Plan a certain time for your distractions and entertainment. Here at APA, we advocate no screens M-TH so that 
we can use time wisely for academic study, physical exercise, and other enriching pursuits.  Plan to reward yourself 
for a week’s worth of hard work, by scheduling that video game or that movie on Friday or Saturday after your 
homework is complete. 
  
Finally, review your goals.  A clear picture of the time required to achieve these goals versus a realization of the 
amount time you are tempted to waste time will keep you on track for success. 
  
The thing is once you get to work on a project, it is usually no longer drudgery…not if you are truly committed to 
achieving successful results.  The key is to take the first step at exactly the moment when you are tempted to waste 
time elsewhere.  I challenge you try is this week and see how diligent you can be.  You may be surprised and 
pleased at what you can accomplish.

Winter Weather!   
Winter has arrived and days are cold! Please make sure your child has WARM clothing, because they go outside 
every day for recess and carpool.  
 
If school were to be delayed or closed, you could find out by listening to the news stations in the mornings 
beginning at 5:00 a.m.  If Granite school district has closed schools or delayed the start of their day, we will also.   
 
Elementary Testing Information 
Elementary is planning on a testing day on January 23rd.  All students will be testing with Dibels. Some of our 
students will also be taking the WIDA test. Please make every effort to make sure that your elementary student is 
in attendance on the 23rd.  
 
DIBELS: This test was developed to measure recognized and empirically validated skills related to reading 
outcomes. Each measure has been thoroughly researched and demonstrated to be reliable and valid indicators of 
literacy development. When implemented as recommended, the results can be used to evaluate individual student 
development as well as provide grade-level feedback toward validated instructional objectives. 
 
WIDA Assessment: This test is designed to measure students' progress in English language 
development. WIDA MODEL (Measure of Developing English Language) is a suite of English language 
proficiency assessments for Kindergarten through Grade 12. 
 
Student Drop off  
Our crossing guards have some concerns about the safety of the students who are crossing in the crosswalk. Many 
of our APA parents are violating the road safety standards, which could result in a $200 ticket from the police.  
 
1. No cars may turn until the crossing guards have helped the students completely cross the intersection. They will 
wave at the cars when it is clear to move through the intersection. 
2. You must turn into the correct lane, no wide turns into a different lane. 
3. Parents CANNOT block the intersection. If there is no room for you to move forward or to turn properly, you 
cannot move forward.  
4. If the turn light is red, you may not continue to turn through the intersection. 
 
Just a reminder that our school does open at 7:30. The majority of the concerns from above are happening 
7:45am-8:00am. If you are going to be dropping your students off during those 15 minutes, you need to plan on 
extra time to safely get through the main intersection.
