Accreditation

Every 5 years, we are required to undergo an Accreditation Review. Cognia is the approved Accrediting agency
for public schools across multiple states. The Review Team from Cognia that conducted American Prep’s recent
review represented decades of education experience in public schools districts and charters across multiple
states. As part of their extensive review, Cognia conducted observations in multiple APA classrooms, examined
over 400 documents, and interviewed 117 stakeholders, including board members, admin, teachers, parents,
community members, students, and support staff.

We are excited to announce that American Prep received an exceptional recommendation of Accreditation from
its recent review. The Index of Education Quality (IEQ) is the numeric score given an institution at the
conclusion of the Accreditation Review process.
